


 

Cadet and Recruit 
Courses of Instruction 

 

Cadet Non-commissioned Officer’s Course (CNCOC) For Cadet non-commissioned 

officers, CNCOC emphasizes strategic leadership, staff planning, and coordinating activities at 

the unit and higher levels. CNCOC is a week-long period of instruction followed by a two-

week AT staffing period. Successful completion of CNCOC is required for Milestone 7 of the 

Cadet Program and eligibility for promotion to Cadet Sergeant First Class (C/E-7). Cadets 

must be E-4 and above and have satisfactorily completed BLC to be eligible to attend this 

course. 

 

Note: Cadets must achieve the USAC Advanced Physical Fitness Standard on the ACPFT, 

contained in Attachment (4), in order to satisfactorily complete this course. The USAC 

Advanced Physical Fitness Standard is an overall score of 210 points, with no less than 60 

points scored in each individual event. 

 

Enrollment Fee: $575. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 20 Jun 08.  

Report Date and Time:  4 Jul 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later than 

1600. Course work will be conducted 5 – 11 Jul 10. Staff Duty will occur between 12 - 25 Jul 

10.  

Detach Date and Time: 24 Jul 10 at 1500. 

 

Troop Handlers’ Academy (THA). For Cadet Non-Commissioned Officers who desire to be 

selected to serve as a Troop Handlers for Recruits participating in Basic Cadet Training 

programs. THA is a week-long period of instruction emphasizing drill, basic customs and 

courtesies, uniforms, physical fitness, barracks procedures and training new Recruits. 

Following the instructional period, THA attendees will staff Basic Cadet Training as Troop 

Handlers or assist at the Basic Leader Course, based on their qualification and success at THA, 

and the needs of the Corps. Cadets must be E-4 or above and have satisfactorily completed 

BLC to be eligible to attend this course. 

 

Note: Cadets must achieve the USAC Advanced Physical Fitness Standard on the ACPFT, 

contained in Attachment (4),  in order to be selected as Recruit Troop Handlers. The USAC 

Advanced Physical Fitness Standard is an overall score of 210 points, with no less than 60 

points scored in each individual event. 

 

Note: THA partially satisfies the requirements of CNCOC for completion of Milestone 7, but 

THA graduates will be tasked with completing a distributed learning version of the CNCOC 

curriculum within six months of completing THA, or they will be required to attend CNCOC 

the following summer in order to complete Milestone 7.  
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Enrollment Fee: $575. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 15 Jun 10.    

Report Date and Time:  20 Jun 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later 

than 1600. Troop Handler duties will occur between 27 Jun 10 – 11 Jul 10 or 18 – 31 Jul 10. 

All Troop Handlers will then remain on-site to complete their staff duties.  

Detach Date and time: 10 Jul 10 or 31 Jul at 1500. 

 

Basic Leader Course (BLC). An intense three-week program for graduates of Basic Cadet 

Training. BLC provides advanced orientation in basic leadership, field training, marksmanship, 

self-defense, and team-building activities. BLC is required for completion of Milestone 5 of 

the Cadet Program, the award of the Certificate of Proficiency (CoP) and promotion to Cadet 

Sergeant (E-5). Cadets must be E-3 or above to be eligible to attend this course. 

 

Enrollment Fee: $575. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 15 Jun 10.  

Report Date and Time:  4 Jul 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later than 

1600 on the first day of training. 

Detach Date and Time: 24 Jul 10 at 1500. 

 

Basic Cadet Training (BCT). The initial training for all new recruits where they are 

introduced to the basics of military training and life. BCT is required for permanent promotion 

to Cadet Private First Class (E-3). 

 

BCT Session I:  

Enrollment Fee: $475. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 15 Jun 10.  

Report Date and Time:  27 Jun 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later 

than 1600. 

Detach Date and Time: 10 Jul 10 at 1500. 

 

BCT Session II:  

Enrollment Fee: $475. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 27 Jun 10.  

Report Date and Time:  18 Jul 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later 

than 1600. 

Detach Date and Time: 31 Jul 10 at 1500. 

 

Basic Cadet Training/Basic Leader Course Combined Course (BCT-L). A combined 

course with Basic Cadet Training followed by the Basic Leader Course.  Cadets must be 15 

years or older in order to attend this combined training course.  Further, completion of BCT 

does NOT guarantee selection to attend BLC.   Cadets who are identified as not being prepared 

to attend BLC by the chain of command will be assigned to other training duties, as 

appropriate.   
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Enrollment Fee: $700. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 15 Jun 10.  

Report Date and Time:  27 Jun 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later 

than 1600. 

Detach Date and Time: 24 Jul 10 at 1500. 

 

Cadet Ranger School (CRS). An intense four-week program focusing on the patrolling and 

field skills curriculum taught during U.S. Army Ranger School. Cadets attending this program 

must be highly motivated and in great physical shape when arriving. The first week of CRS is 

an evaluation period and at the end of that week, Cadets may not be allowed to continue with 

CRS, but will instead move to the field skills portion of BLC and continue with the TACMAP 

program after BLC concludes. 

 

Note: Cadets must achieve the USAC Advanced Physical Fitness Standard on the ACPFT, 

contained in Attachment (4), in order to remain with CRS after the first week. The USAC 

Advanced Physical Fitness Standard is an overall score of 210 points, with no less than 60 

points scored in each individual event. 

 

Enrollment Fee: $650. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 15 Jun 10.  

Report Date and Time:  4 Jul 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later than 

1600. 

Detach Date and Time: 31 Jul 10 at 1500. 

 
Military Police Academy (MPA). An intense two-week program for graduates of Basic Cadet 

Training. MPA provides a basic orientation to law enforcement, including an orientation to 

forensics, cyber crime, narcotics and much more.  The MPA will be held in conduction with 

Basic Police Cadet Training, where Police Cadets receive an initial orientation to life in law 

enforcement.  Army Cadets attending MPA will receive the same training as Police Cadets, 

with an emphasis on military-oriented law enforcement careers.   Cadets must be E-3 or above 

to be eligible to attend this course. 

 

Enrollment Fee: $575. 

Late Fee: A $50 late fee will be assessed for applications received after 15 Jun 10.  

Report Date and Time:  1 Aug 10 - Cadets are to report not earlier than 1300 and not later 

than 1600 on the first day of training. 

Detach Date and Time: 14 Aug 10 at 1500. 

 
Note: Cadets must achieve the USAC Advanced Physical Fitness Standard on the ACPFT, 

contained in Attachment (4), in order to graduate from the MPA.  The USAC Advanced 

Physical Fitness Standard is an overall score of 210 points, with no less than 60 points scored 

in each individual event. 
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Staff and Cadre 
Courses of Instruction 

 

Staff and Cadre Positions. On-the-job training for Cadets who are graduates of CNCOC and 

civilian instructors and Officers, who are screened and selected for a staff leadership or support 

position. Individuals will develop leadership skills or technical skills in administration, supply, 

logistics, public affairs or training. Must be a highly qualified C/PFC or above to participate. 

 

Cadet Enrollment Fee: $200 per week (Cadets who serve three weeks or longer will receive a 

reduction of $50 per week through credit with ACES).  

Officer/NCO and USAC Civilian Enrollment Fee: $125 per week.  

Report Date and Time:  Between 24 Jun 10 – 11 Aug 10, as assigned – Staff and Cadre are to 

report not earlier than 1300 and not later than 1600 on the first day of training. Individuals may 

apply for any period of time (Minimum of one week) to serve as Cadre or staff.  

Detach Date and Time: Determined based upon availability. 
 

 

Special 
Course of Instruction 

 

Host Detail, British Army Cadet Force Visit, Exercise Tiger Eagle 150. Up to ten Cadets 

and four officers/NCOs, to serve as the host detail for the visitation of the Isle of Wight Army 

Cadet Force from the United Kingdom.  This will be an exciting and unique opportunity to 

spend time as a host for Army Cadet personnel from another nation, as they participate in a 

variety of military, civic and social events during a one-week stay in the United States.  A 

written request to attend this course of instruction is to be submitted to the Chief of Staff not 

later than 1 Jul 10. 

 

Cadet Enrollment Fee: $300.  

Report Date and Time:  21 Aug 10 – Staff and Cadre are to report not earlier than 1300 and 

not later than 1600 on the first day of training.  

Detach Date and Time: 29 Aug 10. 
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Additional Fees 
 

Ground Transportation. Personnel requiring ground transportation between a local airport, 

train station or bus terminal and the NCTC will be assessed as follows: 

 

Individual: $25 round trip / $15 one-way 

Units Traveling Together with 15+ Personnel: $15 round trip / $10 one-way 

 

Prescription Administration. Personnel requiring daily prescribed medications for a pre-

existing condition will be assessed an additional $25 per week of training.
